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Thesis: We serve a glorious God, a loving God, and a faithful God. 


INTRODUCTION:
· Revelation is also an important book because it is the culmination of biblical history.
· Regardless of specifics of fulfillment, the central themes are clear; God will visit judgment and wrath upon the world, and bring about His final, unified Kingdom upon the Earth. 


EXEGESIS:
Rev. 1:1-3; 
The Greek word, “Ἀποκάλυψις,”or “the revelation/apocalypse.” This word didn’t have negative connotations like it does today. It simply means, “the revelation, or the disclosure.”
· Then we also immediately see a Trinitarian statement, where God the Father specifically gives God the Son this revelation, this message, to then give to his servant John. 
Rev. 1:4;
· The number seven is significant to the book of Revelation, and Scripture as a whole.
· In early Revelation, the number is clearly linked to the seven churches. 
Rev. 1:5-6;
· Christ here has five descriptors; 
· Jesus Christ the faithful witness.
· God is steadfast, faithful, keeps His promises, and He preserves His people. Genesis 39:21; Psalm 25:5-6; Psalm 117; 1st John 1:9.
· The firstborn of the dead/The ruler of kings on earth.
· Because Christ chose to suffer for us, and to sacrifice His own blood and His own holiness for our souls, God has given Him the name above all. Phil. 2:9-11.
· To him who loves us/Has freed us from our sins by his blood.
· These two are clearly linked together. This reflects on John 3:16, or 1st Thess. 1:4, that our God is a God who loved us in spite of our continuous rebellion. 
· You cannot look at Scripture very long before seeing hundreds of examples of God’s patient love for His people.
· Finally, our God is loving, faithful, and also, glorious. Revelation 1:12-16.


CONCLUSION:
· We need to personally dwell on, pray about, and meditate on, the love, faithfulness, and glory of our King, Jesus Christ. This needs to be part of our daily lives.
