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2nd Samuel 12:1-15

THESIS: The story of humanity is the story of sinful people trusting in themselves. Trust the Lord alone! 

EXEGESIS: 2nd Samuel 12:1-15
· The premise of 1st Cor. 10:6 is that the Old Testament is supposed to show us examples of men, God and His faithfulness, and the nature of sin. 
· The example of David and Bathsheba is based on the events in 2nd Samuel 11.
· This text is often used as a prooftext for polygamy, due to 2nd Samuel 12:8. 
· Simply because it exists in the OT, even among godly men, does not mean it is condoned. 
· Deuteronomy 17:14-20 explicitly tells us the problem with many wives and pagan kings. 
· The very idea of human kingship was sinful, as Samuel knew in 1st Samuel 8:7. 
· Doctrine: God will allow and ordain sin, in some instances, to show His faithfulness, and the death that sin brings about as humans experience it. 
· The king is forbidden from amassing wives, wealth, military might, and should trust the Lord. 
· Everywhere you see polygamy in Scripture, it yields horrible consequences. Genesis 47:9.

APPLICATION:
· What’s the example of this passage, that Paul wants us to see in 1st Cor. 10:6? 
1. Don’t trust in kings and men for goodness. Even David fell because he was a sinner given power. He trusted himself, as all sinners will do, which ultimately led to his consequences. 
2. Don’t trust in the things kings and men trust in. No matter how many wives, bank accounts, horses, etc., nothing can save you and give you life except Christ. 
· The only life you can trust in is the life that Christ brings. 
· The story of the OT is the story of a faithless people, and a faithful God. God continues over and over to shepherd and love His people, who reject Him constantly.
