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Matthew 7:13-14

RECAP: Last week, we looked at the nature of depravity and how Christ flips it totally on it’s head by means of the “Golden Rule.”
THESIS: Christ commands us to carefully remain on the right path, if we want Life. 

EXEGESIS: Matthew 7:13-14
· That word life, or “zoas,” in Greek, is the word we’re familiar with, that doesn’t just mean “bios” or biological existence, in the sense that grass and trees have life, but here, this is truly, spiritual Life. 
· This word destruction comes from a Greek noun “apollumi,” which we get our English word “apocalypse” from. It’s the word to total annihilation. Ceasing to exist. Romans 9:22.
· In Luke 13:24, and in some translations, it reads “strive/struggle to enter,” but more accurately, the verb is simply “enter.” This means Christ expected saved, ordained disciples to enter the gate. 
· We can draw a few principles from this;
· We will be in the minority. “Few” will be opposed and go against the flow to seek Life.
· The majority of humanity pursues death. “Many” desire to follow their own evil interests. 
· It is critical we evaluate the “Way” (Acts 9:2-3) that we follow, and make sure it is straight. 

CONCLUSION:
· Avoid those that seek to “widen” the path, create new, easier ways to Life. 
· BE prepared to be the “few,” minority, that go against the easy road to Death.
