January 10th, 2021
Matthew 10:7-10

RECAP: Last week, we looked at Christ’s primary concern, at first, with the Jewish people. As the original covenant people of God, they are prioritized in the plan of the Kingdom at this point. 

Thesis: The Lord sends laborers to preach His Word, to validate the message by example and work, and to trust in the Lord while they do it. 

EXEGESIS: Matthew 10:7-10 (see also Luke 9:1, Mark 6:7) 
· “the Kingdom of heaven is near.” While this is not the Gospel message we know precisely, it’s basic point remains the same. This is just a different method of reaching the same conclusion.
· “Heal the sick/dead/lepers/demon-oppressed.” This is done for two reasons;
· Firstly, to emulate Himself. Jesus has been doing this for some time. People know this is what He does, and that He is prophetic and proves it by doing these things.
· Secondly, this high level of power shows that clearly God is with them. God is actually backing these men, clearly as much as Moses, Elijah, or any other prophet.
· “You received without paying; give without pay.” God freely gives out grace and hope to the lost. He freely healed and loved the suffering. Now the disciples have seen it, and must emulate it.  
· “Acquire no gold/bag/staff/sandals.” The last major command that Christ states in this section involves total trust.
· Of course there’s nothing wrong with careful planning and provision. And in fact we know from Luke 22:35, that Jesus will in fact order them to prepare and plan later on. 
· “The laborer is worthy of his wages.”If you incur expenses doing work for someone, they will take care of it. This is fair and just. God is no different. You go out in the field to do His work.

CONCLUSION:
· Be prepared to warn of the coming Kingdom in Gospel messages. 
· Lead by example, as Christ did for His disciples. Teach in this way. 
· Trust in Him for your needs, for if you do His work, He’s going to provide for it.
