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Matthew 6:10b

RECAP: Last week, in the Lord’s Prayer, we looked specifically at Kingdom Theology, which is the doctrine that God has instituted that there be a Kingdom plan, that He will bring about. 

THESIS: We need to pray for the will of God to happen, because we are the ones that benefit and are changed when His will is accomplished. 

EXEGESIS: “Thy will be done.”
· The same King/Subject relationship is more personal here, whereas before it was more broad. 
· What exactly is the will of God? some terms refer to God’s will as His “good pleasure,” (Eph. 1:5), or some Greek calls it the “purpose” of God (Phil. 2:13). 
· But the common keyword in Greek is “thelama,” or “determination, resolve, purpose.” 
· Scripture makes it clear that God writes all of history to bring about His will, and by ruling over every detail of our lives, the lives of everyone, and the entire world. 
· Passive predestined will is the act of God in planning and designing the future. Rom. 8:29-30.
· Active predestined will is the act by which God supernaturally enforces His will. Rom. 9:14-18.
· Furthermore, God predestines even the most random, minute details of life. Prov. 16:33; Acts 1:24-26.
· All this matters, because we can become apathetic in prayer if we think we do not affect God’s will.  
· What’s important about this prayer is the understanding that God invites us to take part in it. We profit when we submit to, obey, and realize the will of God.

CONCLUSION:
· We have the incredible blessing of being predestined parts and instruments in the will of God’s plan and Kingdom. 
· We don’t pray this because we believe we can change the mind of God, but because when we pray this way, we realize the power of God, the blessing of God, and are better, more Christlike people as a result of that reminder.
