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RECAP:  Last week, we are shown that what we focus on, with our spiritual “eyes,” and our minds singly dedicate themselves to, is going to determine the state of your soul and sanctification. 

THESIS: We can be slaves to the world, and hate God, or be slaves to God, and have holiness. No other option exists. 
· Slave Theology: See Romans 6:15-19, Philippians 2:5-7, and 1st Peter 1:17-19.
EXEGESIS: Matthew 6:24
· “No one is able to serve two masters.” Masters, unlike employers, demand total allegiance and control over their property. Thus it is logically impossible for one man to serve to masters well. 
· “he will hate the one, and love the other.” This is less logic, and more of an immediate personal fact.
·  The Greek word “agape” does have emotional connections, but more often it implies a deep-seated value for something. Someone or something is extremely important to you. 
· Human beings were designed and made originally to worship and serve One Master, their God. When they divide their loyalties into camps, they will find nothing but despair, and judgment.
· God makes no reservations in Scripture about demanding our full loyalty;
· He has the right to do so, firstly simply because He is God and rightfully the Creator of us. 
· But further, He also redeemed us and purchased us with His own precious blood! 
· “he will hold fast to one and despise the other.” The wording here in Greek is slightly different; the verb “hold fast” being literally to “grasp onto,” “maintain a hold,” and the last verb for “despise” is literally to “think badly of, dis-esteem,” or otherwise consider unworthy.
· “You cannot serve both God and mammon.” This word for mammon is unusual, as it’s not actually a Greek word. It is an Aramaic/old Hebrew word for “stuff, possessions, money,” etc. Luke 16:9-13
· 1st Tim. 6:10; Money, possessions, and stuff is incredibly susceptible to being taken as a master instead of as a servant for our greater Master.

CONCLUSION:
· We should be happy and desiring to serve a good Master, after seeing what happens when we serve ourselves. 
· We need to hand over rulership to someone who can make us righteous.
