Matthew 12:42

RECAP: Last week, we looked at the sign of Jonah, which shows the hardness of the Pharisees. Jesus is still in the process of condemning these unbelieving Jewish Pharisees, and those like them. 

THESIS: The wisdom of Christ should be sought more than Solomon’s. 

EXEGESIS: Matthew 12:42 (see also Luke 11:31)
· Queen of Sheba. She is found in two places, 1st Kings 10 and 2nd Chronicles 9. She is likely either from Yemen or Saudi Arabia, bordering the Red Sea, which was rich in spice and mining trades. 
· Wisdom of Solomon. 1st Kings 3 shows us Solomon’s prayer, and 1st Kings 4 shows us what Solomon did with his wisdom. 
· Solomon’s wisdom took action and brought peace, prosperity, and welfare to all of Israel and beyond. God gave over and beyond Solomon’s desire, and he ruled well (early on). 
· The story of the queen shows us the following;
· Her dedication of travel and effort to find truth and wisdom. 
· Her skeptical beginning of testing of Solomon’s wisdom. 
· Her realization of the accomplishments of godly wisdom.
· Her praise to God upon realizing His wisdom. 
· “she will rise up and condemn.” This does not mean that she gets to make the judgment call or that she gets to judge, but rather, she will fully agree with and affirm God’s judgment on that day.
