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SERMON OUTLINE 
December 26th, 2021
Philippians 2:7-11

RECAP: Last week, we looked at the nature of Christ’s humility in His birth.

THESIS:  Christmas is the first cornerstone in God’s plan to exalt Christ above all. 

EXEGESIS: Phil. 2:7-11
· “Form of God.” Much could be said on what is the “form” of God, “likeness” of men in the nature of Christ, etc. For our purposes, we simply realize Paul’s overall point to show the humility of Jesus. 
· “empty/abased.” There isn’t a Greek word for “good” humility, so to speak. They simply speak of “low-ness,” or “small-ness.” Only the NT speaks of it positively in Greek literature. 
· Jesus was ‘abased’ by His descending to a human child level of existence. 
· “slave.” This Greek word is “doulos,” literally meaning “slave.” Aside from it’s modern connotations, in ancient days, slaves were the lowest possible on the totem pole of status. 
· “obedience.” This Greek word is derived from likely what you’ve heard before; the “under-hearing” idea. Jesus’ obedience is best seen in the Garden, where in the face of God’s wrath, He obeyed. 
· “death on a cross.” Not only a gruesome physical death, but also a cursed one based on OT Law. Jesus was not only tormented, but also cursed, and shamed on the cross, for your sake. 
· “Therefore.” The most important preposition. Because of Christ’s humility; 
· “God highly exalted Him.” Literally “over-exalt” or “over-raise.” This isn’t just raising back up to the original level of splendor, but in fact going above that with Jesus. 
· “Name above all names.”
