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John 12:44-50

Thesis: Our God, in spite of our sinful souls that He reveals, is on a mission of grace.

EXEGESIS: John 12:44-50
· Context: Jesus has just arrived in Jerusalem, and meets massive opposition. Furthermore He is largely ignored by those too afraid to acknowledge Him, even within a week of His death. 
· “He cried out.” Greek word for loud crying, screaming, or shouting. Meant to convey passionate and urgent statements from someone. Jesus is personally desiring to save the lost! 
· “Believes in Me.” By definition, to believe in Jesus is to believe in God. Inversely, to not believe in Jesus, is not to believe in God. Generic belief in a God at random, shows no real knowledge of God. 
· “Whoever sees me sees him who sent me.” If you have seen Christ, and His works, and His nature and character, you have seen the Father. They are one and the same. 
·  “I have come into the world as light,” Very Johannine theme. 1st John 1:5-10. John understands the literal truth of God as light and sin/evil as darkness. The need for God’s light to clarify is paramount. 
· We are in constant need of the light of Christ to illuminate us and save us. 
· “I do not judge him;” Jesus indicates that God’s judgment is not reliant upon Himself alone, but on His Word, as given Him by the Father. Men are judged according to the Words of God.
· This shows a primacy in action of love, instead of wrath.
· The difference between human “wrath” and God’s “justice” are highlighted by judgment according to “Word,” not simply by Christ’s Person alone. 
· “And I know that his commandment is eternal life.” The Words Jesus cries out for us to hear are the commands of eternal life! He is sent to personally be passionate for the lost, alongside the Father. 
· Eternal life is a command!

CONCLUSION:
1. How desperately we need the love and light of Christ. 
2. We need to be like Christ and desire to save the people lost in the dark.
