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Matthew 13:51-52

RECAP: Last week we looked at the parable of the Pearl and the Dragnet. These two parables illustrate for us two things; the incalculable value of the Kingdom of Heaven, and the final arrival of it’s harvest.

THESIS: Disciples must not only gather treasure, but share it.

EXEGESIS: Matt. 13:51-52
· Two things occur in this section; the disciples’ response, and Jesus’ description of them. 
· “Yes we do.” This comes after not only has Christ explained to them a few parables in direct interpretation, but also, offering them a few new parables, which He did not explain or interpret.
· God alone reveals divine knowledge. Only God can enlighten and change the human heart to divine truth.
· Objection: Some might argue that the disciples were just lying, or that they claimed understanding but might not have it. But without the text indicating, we have no reason to doubt them here.
· So who are the Scribes? Typically our answer is the scribes and Pharisees of Judea. But here we are clearly speaking of scribes of the “Kingdom,” i.e., the disciples who have been educated in it. 
· “Master of the house.” This is fairly accurate, the literal translation is “head of house,” most likely meaning, the man of the house, the one who is owner and master and in charge of it. 
· “New and old treasures.” The Greek is precisely that, the same word for “treasure” here found in v. 44, something of great value, wealth, typically material wealth.
·  “He casts out,” in other words, this is something the master of the house is urgently, aggressively doing. He isn’t asking for permission and he isn’t slow about doing it. He does it quickly and seriously!
· What is the new and old treasure? There are a few explanations for this, but we do know that at this moment in time, significant new revelation is coming to Earth, and it’s built upon OT prophesy and revelation that has existed for some time. Matt. 12:34.
· Application: We must realize that we are disciples by extension. We are called, like these disciples, to do the same, to pour forth from our hearts these treasures. Col. 1:9-10, Phil. 1:9-10.

CONCLUSION:
· We must share our treasure with others as scribes of the Kingdom of Heaven.
