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RECAP: Folly is summarized as living temporarily with no thought to eternity. 

THESIS: On Judgment Day, the only thing that will matter is how you lived to the Lord. 

EXEGESIS: Ecclesiastes 10-12 (survey)
· CHAPTER 10: The Folly of the Fool
· v. 1; The very opening verse is a fantastic proverb; a little bit of folly ruins a lot of wisdom.
· v. 2; Ironically “right” and “left” were often terms for “good” and “evil” respectively in these days. 
· v. 3; The fool here is the one who seeks joy outside the Lord and doesn’t care about eternity, and Solomon states here that you’ll find it in what he says.
· v. 4; One who waits calmly in the face of angry fools will survive and prosper. Prov 10:12, 15:1.
· v. 5-7; Fools invert the system. When this happens, the texts states, the order of persons is also inverted; slaves rule, and princes are slaves. 
· v. 8-9; A series of verses explaining what happens to the fool. Here we see the fool’s desire to bring about pain; he seeks to hurt and to destroy, and ends up destroying himself. 
· v. 10-11; To be prepared is to be wise. Solomon can say this and still state that “chance” is the greatest factor, but still call for preparation in sharpening your iron. 
· v. 12-15; Indictments against the fool himself, almost entirely due to his words. A great deal is said here and also in Proverbs about a fool and his words. Makes you think twice about speaking! 
· v. 16-20; Detail for us the “end” of the fool. If all of these actions take place, wherein the fool acts, speaks, and rules this way, this is the end result.
· CHAPTER 11: The Wisdom of the Wise 
· v. 1-2; In spite of vanity, Solomon still encourages here for planning ahead, for instruction and care to be taken when it comes to diversification. 
· v. 3-4;  Sproul understood this metaphor in that there should be a sense of the finality of God’s decree in human life.
· v. 5-10; Here we see a collection of pragmatic wisdom. 
· v. 5 The realization that nothing is fully known by man. 
·  v. 6 Ties back into the thesis of ‘diversification.’ 
· v. 7-10 It is a good thing to enjoy what God has given you. But take care; realize that God has also made sorrowful days and evil days just as much as the joy He gives you.
· CHAPTER 12: Remember God’s Judgment
· v. 1-8; Take joy in the things the Lord provides for you to find joy in! But take care; because these dark days will come. 
· v. 9-14; The end of the matter. The final thoughts. All of this, summarized, is as follows below:

· Man’s task and duty on this planet is to a) Fear God, and b) Keep His commands.
