RECAP: Last week, we looked at the dialogue of Jesus, Moses, and Elijah.

THESIS: The Son and the Father command disciples everywhere to listen and obey.

EXEGESIS: Matthew 17:5-8 (see also Luke 9:34-35, Mark 9:7.)

· “A bright cloud.” The Greek adjective is phos, that is, light embedded in it that emanates from it.
· God often “hides” from men in this way so they do not die. 
· The statement from the Father can be broken down into three parts; the identification, the affirmation, and the command. 
· “This is my beloved Son.” The identification. Beloved is the Greek term agapatos, which can have emotional ties, and certainly does here, but primarily means “value/worth.” 
· The Son is loved emotionally by the Father, and valued as precious beyond all things. This of course is probably illustrated best by the most famous Bible passage, John 3:16. 
· “In whom I am well pleased.” The affirmation. Matt. 3:17. 
· The Father is pleased with the Son’s action to die on the cross for man.
· The Father takes pleasure in the Son’s nature, action, and word.
· “Listen to Him.” The command. The Greek word is akouo. This is stated with the imperative voice, however, meaning, “listen, hear Him!” 
· Pay attention to the words of Christ. If you think you’ve heard well enough; read it again.
· He deserves and demands complete and total obedience.
· He commands you obey Him because it brings you life! Matt. 7:24-27.

CONCLUSION:
· God loves and approves of His Son’s nature, work, and teachings personally.
· God commands us to listen to His teachings and words, as they give Life. 
· To not take Christ seriously when He speaks, is to disobey the living God.
