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THESIS: God is committed to answering the prayers of the smallest group of saints, who pray together for the well-being of souls, the church, and any good work.

EXEGESIS: Matthew 18:21-35 (see also Matthew 6:14) 
· “Seven times.” Peter’s question is supposed to be greater than the forgiveness of the times. There is a record of one group of rabbis writing on Amos 1:3, stating forgiveness only extends to three times. 
·  “Brother.” He is clearly referring to the disciples, to other believers in Christ, and not just his biological family.
· “Seventy-Seven.”  It’s worth noting that a few scholars make note of the fact that the only other reference to this number, seventy-seven, is found in Gen. 4:24.
· Forgiveness for the believer should be infinite towards sinners. Matt. 6:14.
· “Ten thousand talents.” A single talent was considered a massive chunk of money. It was considered at minimum a massive weight of metal, over 100 pounds.
· “Begs.” This is no command, statement or suggestion, it is a begging plea. The sinner knows full well his state, he knows he has no recourse whatsoever, and that he deserves everything he gets.
· Our God is a God of genuine compassion for pitiable sinners. Matt. 9:36.
· Our God is a just and serious judge.
· But our God is merciful, kind, and compassionate to sinners. 


· CONCLUSION:
· A believer in Christ is someone who begs the King for grace for his debt. 
· A believer must know how to show forgiveness and grace as he was shown.
