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THESIS: 

EXEGESIS: Matthew 20:29-34 (see also Matthew 9:27, Mark: 10:46-52, Luke 18:35)
· Jericho: There is some debate as to whether this is the original, OT Joshua’s Jericho, or a later one that was built much later by Herod the Great as mentioned by Josephus, Wars.
· “Two blind men.” We know one of them to be named Bartimaeus (Mark 10:46), but this was also a very common sight, especially right outside any town or city gate.
· The Greek word krazo means “to shout, scream,” and used 54 times in the GNT. Matt. 8:29, Rom. 8:15. This is always used of a cry in passion, wrath, deep emotion, or urgency.
