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THESIS: God promises reward for those who sacrifice for Him here on Earth. 

EXEGESIS: Matthew 19:27-29 (Mark: 10:28-30;  Luke 18:28-30)
· “Then.” The simple particle tote exists here in Scripture to show us that Peter is indeed continuing the discussion in the previous paragraph.
· “He answered.” The technical Greek here is apokrithes, meaning “He answered/replied.” Regardless of the salvation statements Jesus makes, Peter wants to know what awaits in the Kingdom of God. 
· “Left all and followed you.” This Greek verb “to follow” is actually better translated, “To share the road with, be a companion with.”
· “What will we be?” The ESV text is slightly misleading; it favors, “what shall we have?” When the most wooden translation here is “What shall we be?”
· Three things are thus made clear from Christ: 
· The disciples will indeed be graciously given great power and placement in the Kingdom. 
· All disciples who sacrifice for the Kingdom of God, will be rewarded accordingly by grace.
· This rewarding will not be according to human desires for power, position, or status. 
· Jesus makes it clear that these twelve specific men, Peter and the disciples, will indeed have a unique reward in the Kingdom of God. Luke 22:30.
· “In the regeneration.” This Greek word is not “the new world,” or “the Kingdom,” but literally palin-genesis, from the word “again, second time,” and of course “the birth, beginning, creation.” Titus 3:5.
· This also again highlights to us, there is a specific fate and purpose that awaits the tribes of Israel in the final days. Is. 66:22-23.
· These twelve disciples will receive a specific one, but we also know that Jesus states here is a gracious expectation of eternal reward for all disciples. Matt. 6:2-4; 1st Cor. 3:12-15; Matt. 6:19-20.
· This reward is grace alone, and completely aside from what we deserve. 
· “One hundred fold.” This is an odd term to use to describe something both temporally and eternally. We must choose to interpret this metaphorically, or it’s logic will fail. 

CONCLUSION:
· God promises specific reward to the twelve disciples for their sacrifice. 
· God promises general reward to all disciples who give up temporal things for His sake.
· These rewards are understood metaphorically as pointing to Christ, not possessions.
