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THESIS: Jesus deserves to be worshiped as King, and be the source of our saving grace.

EXEGESIS: Matthew 21:8-11 (see also Luke 19:37-40, Mark 11:8-10)
· “The greatest/biggest crowd.” The Greek phrasing here is superlative, meaning, of the highest or greatest possible denomination. The most wooden translation would be, “The biggest possible crowd.”
· “To spread out, lay out.” This is clearly designing a path, or a road, for which Jesus’ foal is to walk upon. This is an action seen of kings, rulers, and emperors. 2nd Kings 9:12.
· These crowds are certainly sinners, and many will condemn Christ to the cross. But we are no different! We did not love Christ when He died for us. Romans 5:6-10.
· “Hosanna to the Son of David.” This Greek word is actually transliterated from an old Hebrew term. The Hebrew terminology is actually from two words, “save/help,” and “please, I beseech.” 
· It is found in Psalm 118:25-26.
· “Son of David.” We know of course what this means. David is the greatest king of Israel’s history, as far as they believe in fame, glory, and holiness to the Lord. Is. 11:1, Is. 9:7.
· “Name of the Lord.” The theology of the “name” of Jesus, or praying in His “name” is clear throughout the NT. We saw this extensively in Matthew 18:20.
· “Hosanna in the Highest.” We can also tell this was clearly an act of worship by the crowd. They are happy to praise and extol God as their King enters into their holy city. 

CONCLUSION: 
· Let us adore and worship Christ as our King whom God has sent to us. 
· Let us do so with faith, relying on His grace to save in good times, and in bad.
