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THESIS: The resurrection of Christ is proven by the Holy Spirit in our regenerated souls.

EXEGESIS: 1st Peter 1:3-4
· “Blessed be the God.” The first word of this opening paragraph is eu-logos, to bless, wish well, or speak gladly and goodly of. God is to be blessed!
· “According to His large/much mercy.” The mercy of God is the thing which brings such blessing from Peter. Our God shows mercy. He shows compassion. He shows kindness and grace to sinners.
· God abounds in mercy and grace to a people who have routinely refused to be holy, righteous, and good.
· “He caused us to be born again.” The mercy of God is seen and experienced by you in that you are born again. That is a primary part of the mercy.
· “Born again.” This Greek word is found nowhere outside of the GNT. Ana-gennaeo, with gennaeo meaning “to beget, generate,” and ana meaning “again, twice, repeat.” 1st Peter 1:23.
· “Through the resurrection of Jesus Christ from the dead.” The focus and object of the hope s referring to that which is alive, and that which gives hope. It lives in Jesus.
· Jesus is a living hope that imparts hope to you for the same. Eph. 1:11-14.
· God affects inward change now, and outward change by resurrection. And that gives us hope. And the hope we don’t deserve to have creates praise. Romans 8:9-11.

CONCLUSION: 
· Praise God we will rise with Him in finality and that death will be destroyed totally. 1st Cor. 15:54-58.
