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THESIS: Both the wrath and mercy of God are displayed to sinners infinitely.

EXEGESIS: Matthew 24:21-22 (See also Mark 13:19-20) 
· “Flee.” This primary verb comes as no surprise. It is simple; to escape, to run, to get out quickly. Jesus commands the disciples and Christians of the church to flee, quickly! 
· “Do not take from the house.” Houses were built with exterior staircases very often. To re-enter the house after being warned is to tarry and find supplies. 
· “Do not turn back to take [the] cloak.” Stripping down to under-garments was common for ancient farmers working hot fields. Jesus tells them to flee without the outer garment. 
· “Woe to pregnant women!” We realize those with small children, pregnant, or infants will have even slimmer odds of quickly escaping with great haste across hilly terrain. 
· “Winter.” The winters in Judea are not typically colder than 50 F, but instead are very rainy and wet. This makes traveling harder, in addition to lack of resources and food. 
· “Sabbath.” Even while Christians may gladly travel on the Sabbath, certainly their journey would be slower without supplies, and city gates being shut due to Jewish commands.
· This suffering is inflicted upon Jerusalem because of the wrath of God. Luke 21:20-24. 

CONCLUSION:
· The church should be prepared to flee persecution, death, and wrath of God. 
· Be prepared to act quickly and immediately when facing obvious evil judgment. 
· God’s justice and wrath does indeed fall on the evil, ignorant, and apathetic.
