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THESIS: Both the wrath and mercy of God are displayed to sinners infinitely.

EXEGESIS: Matthew 24:21-22 (See also Mark 13:19-20) 
· The Abomination of Desolation is always a reference to the desecration or blasphemy of the temple itself. 
· “For then.” All of these Greek words are there. “For” is based on the previous statements, and “Then” indicates time.
· “Nor will never be.” This is actually a string of three Greek negation particles, all at once. This is the only time you’ll see it anywhere in Scripture. 
· It’s worth referencing Daniel here as an almost exact quote. Daniel 12:1-2.
· Interpretation: Either A) Jesus’ words are not literal in every sense, or B) we’re speaking of the End Times of Revelation. Either choice comes with interpretive problems. 
· “Any flesh.” The wording in the Greek literally means “any flesh or bodies of any kind.” 
· God’s wrath is so severe and so punishing that no flesh could stand it for long. Rev. 6:12-17.
· God shows mercy and does not deliver all His wrath upon man, and especially the church. Ex. 32:11-14, Col. 1:19-22.

CONCLUSION:
· God’s just wrath is so severe and so punishing that no flesh could stand it for long.
· God shows mercy and does not deliver all His wrath upon man, and especially the church.
