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THESIS: Daniel foretold the destruction of Jerusalem and the “abomination of desolation.”

EXEGESIS: Matthew 24:15 (See also Mark 13:5-13, Luke 21:10-19) 
· I am interpreting the next paragraph as pertaining to the destruction of Jerusalem in AD 70, down through verse 20.
· “Gospel will be proclaimed.” Jesus explains that the Gospel will go out to all nations before the end described in verse 14. 
· “Abomination.” Something detestable, disliked, and found repulsive. 6 Uses, three found in the Gospels (Matthew and Mark), and three in Revelation. Rev. 17:4-6.
· “Desolation.” Only used three times, noun form of “to desolate, destroy, make uninhabitable.” Only here, Mark 13, and Luke 21.
· Cross referencing both Mark 13:14-17 and Luke 21:20-24 are critical to this text. 
· As Matthew clearly refers to Daniel in 24:15, we must look at all three references found there. 
· Daniel Rough Outline: 
· Ch. 1-3; King Nebuchadnezzar, vision #1, “statue of gold and clay.”
· Ch. 4; King Nebuchadnezzar, vision #2, “the tree cut down.” 
· Ch. 5; King Belshazzar, vision #3, “writing on the wall.” 
· Ch. 6; King Darius, lion’s den, transition to King Cyrus the Great.
· Ch. 7-8; Daniel, two visions, “four beasts” and “ram vs. goat.”
· “Abomination of desolation” first referenced in Daniel 9:27.
· Daniel 9 is divided into; initial setting, prayer for forgiveness, relief from God, and prophesy.
· “Seven.” Hebrew word sheva, meaning either “week” or literally “seven,” sometimes “oath.” 
· “Atone for iniquity.” The coming of Christ clearly referenced in Daniel 9:24.

CONCLUSION:
· Jesus warns the disciples to watch out for the impending destruction of Jerusalem. 
· This was foretold in Daniel as the abomination that destroys temple and sacrifice.
