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THESIS: Jesus’ riding of a donkey's foal shows His humility and peace.

· EXEGESIS: Matthew 21:1-5 (see also John 12:12, Mark 11:1-10, Luke 19:28-31)
· The Greek word komain, meaning “unwalled village.” In a world where walls are key to survival, an unwalled village is small or tiny enough that it relies on a nearby larger city for protection.
· “Donkey and Colt.” Only Matthew mentions both a donkey and the colt. Mark and Luke mentions that it is a colt, but only Matthew tells us the colt was still kept with it’s mother. Mark 11:2; Luke 19:30.
· History: Donkeys are the most common mount throughout the OT. Nearly everyone rides donkeys. Horses are certainly mentioned in Scripture, but almost always used for chariots, and for war. 
· We assume that if Jesus did not need this creature because He was tired for the last mile, He does it for the reasons we see cited in verse 5. Zechariah 9:9.
· A donkey isn’t necessarily supposed to be some symbol of humility, there are a number of passages that mention that the ruler does ride a donkey, in times of peace. Gen. 49:10-11.
· Application: A few principles can be made clear; 
· Jesus proves His divinity by controlling animal life itself through a colt. 
· Jesus fulfills Scripture that shows His coming, His salvation for waiting men, and righteousness. 
· Jesus shows His humility; donkey colts are not powerful rides of court.
· The fulfilling of prophesy is key to Matthew, to knowing the Bible and Christ as Lord. 
· Seeing the divine power of Jesus at every turn shows His salvation is real. 

CONCLUSION:
· Jesus’ power is showcased in His ability to control all life on this Earth. 
· Jesus’ rule comes bringing peace and restoration to those who repent and trust in Him.
